Budget Action description: 

This green sheet would cut $295,000 GSF in the Office of Economic Development (OED) for a 
predevelopment study that would evaluate the feasibility of expanding Legacy House and an 
International Community Health Services (ICHS) clinic onto a neighboring property and add $295,000 
GSF to the Office of Housing (OH) for the same purpose. 
 
This green sheet would also impose the following proviso: 
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“None of the money appropriated in the 2014 budget for the Office of Housing Operating Fund BCL 
may be spent on a predevelopment study for Legacy House and International Community Health 
Services until authorized by future ordinance.  Council anticipates that such authority will not be 
granted until the Council’s Housing, Human Services, Health, and Culture Committee has reviewed 
and approved a detailed budget for the predevelopment study that includes non-City funding 
resources, to the extent such resources are available.”    
 
Background: 
The 2014 Proposed Budget for OED includes $295,000 GSF for a predevelopment study that would 
evaluate the feasibility of expanding Legacy House, a low-income senior housing facility located at 
8th Avenue South and South Lane Street that serves a multi-Asian clientele.  Legacy House is co-
located with an ICHS clinic that would also be expanded.   
 
As OH generally manages all City contracts and projects related to the development of affordable 
housing, including income-restricted senior housing, and also oversees the allocation of Housing 
Levy dollars (upon which a successful expansion of Legacy House may be dependent), the intent of 
this green sheet is to make OH, rather than OED, responsible for administering all 2014 City funding 
associated with expansion planning for Legacy House and ICHS.  Additionally, because $295,000 is 
more than the OH usually invests in predevelopment studies for affordable housing projects, this 
green sheet includes a proviso that would require Legacy House and ICHS pursue other sources of 
funding for this project before any of the appropriated City funds could be spent.
