Budget Action description:

This green sheet would add $65,000 GSF to the Department of Planning and Development (DPD) to
update the land use regulatory incentive program for childcare centers. Funding would enable DPD
to commission a nexus study with an expanded scope that would be used to inform updates to the
childcare bonus program. The childcare bonus program is intended to partially address the demand
for childcare driven by downtown employment growth. Scope expansions would include 1)
expanding the geographical area of the nexus study to employment centers outside of downtown; 2)
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examining a potential nexus between the demand for additional childcare and employment growth
that is based on all floor area developed in a building, instead of just bonus floor area above a base
floor area ratio; and 3) including hotel development, instead of just office development, in the nexus
analysis. An expanded nexus analysis will provide the Council with more policy options when
considering updates to the program.

Background:

During the first quarter supplemental budget, Council appropriated $200,000 to the Legislative
Department and $85,000 to DPD for consultant resources for economic analyses, review of best
practices for affordable housing programs, and development of options for updating nexus studies
for the City’s land use regulatory incentive programs. These programs allow developers to access
bonus floor area in exchange for the provision of affordable housing, childcare, public open space,
and the purchase of transferable development rights.

The childcare nexus study helps establish the legal foundation for the childcare land use regulatory
incentive program. The program is intended to help address the impact of new development on
demand for childcare space. Studies have shown that a lack of childcare can lead to career
interruptions and intermittent employment. The gender wage gap is known to widen when women
have children. Optimizing the land use regulatory incentive program to meet the demand for
accessible and affordable childcare is a part of the Council’s wage-equity initiative.
