3. Maximum Area. ((Exeeptas-provided-in-sub-section-DB5-there)) There ((shal

be)) is no maximum area limit((s)) for on-premises signs for business establishments, except as
follows:

a. As set forth in 23.55.036.D.5; and

b. The maximum area for each wall sign is 672 square feet except that the
maximum area for each wall sign for spectator sports facilities with a seating capacity of forty
thousand (40,000) or greater shall be 3,000 square feet.
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
