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The Police Department is responsible for the prevent ion of crime, detect ion and appre~
hension of criminals, and the safe movement of pedestrians and vehicles on city streets.

The police force is distributed among 3 precincts with a total police personnel of 889
men and women with the power of arrest and 221 units of automotive equipment. It provides
emergency ambulance service through the Seattle Health Department to anyone within the
city, as well as radio facilities for effectual police operation.

PATROL DIVISION

pPatrol Division is organized into three precincts and operates a Special Patrol, Heli-
copter, sarbor Department and World's Fair Security Detail. Four policewomen were as-
signed to regular prowler car duties during 1961. These policrwomen and other uniform
officers performed the major part of the crime prevention program of the Seattle Po-
lice Department. Patrol Division invest igates incidents frow family disturbances and
traffic accidents to all major felonies. Patrol Division personnel: 557 officers < 6
rivilian personnel.

TRAFFIC DIVISION

Traffic fatalities in Seattle for 1361 exceeded any year in the past fifteen. A high-
ly disproportionate number of deaths resulted from one-car accidents, such as, "ran
off roadway”, and pedestrian accidents. An improvement of this record demands greater
attention to the problem of pedestrian-motorist conflicts, an objective that can be
attained only through a high level of both enforcement and education. Providing a
continuing high level of police traffic enforcement, in light of conditions, and need
for traffic supervision, incidental to the Seattle World's Fair, will tax to the ut-
most the capabiiities of this Department. Personnel: police 110; civilian e

DETECTIVE DIVISION

The Detective Division pointed toward improving its operation in 1961. Various units
were expanded with the tacget oif more actual working personnel in criminal investiga~
tions. Much of this has been accomplished by replacing detectives performing office
duties with clerical help and by other modern administrative principles. In 1961,
18,483 major cases were reported to the Police Department, or a 2% increase over 1960,
The significant crime of robbery gained 3%, but was more than offset by the clearance

rate = 16% more clearance in 1961. Burglary incidents showed a substantial improve-
ment with less offenses reported and more clearances than the previous year. Per~
sonnel: police 104; civilian 13.

STAFF DIVISION

Two significant changes were made in the organization of the Staff Division during
1961. The Women's Bureau was transferred to the Detective Division; the Intelligence
and Narcotics Units were transferred from Detective to Staff Division, These changes
provide more effective coordination of work between units dealing with similar func~
tions. Procedural changes were developed by the Juvenile Boys Bureau that resulted in
a savings equivalent to three additional officers. The Police Academy conducted in-
service-training sessions for all patrolmen and supervisors of the department in addi-
tion to the recruit training sessions. The Vice, Intelligence and Narcotics Units were
especially active in their areas of investigation becuase of the expected influx of
criminal elements during the 1362 World's Fair. Persomnel. police 66; civilian 7.

SERVICES DIVISION

Operations of the Services Division are mainly behind the scenes woik. Units, under
its supervision, include the Records Bureau; Property Roosm, Adult detention facili-

ties and jail kitchen, Statiscics; and the Central Complaint Bureau, which processes

approximately 328 logged calls daily, dispatching prowler cars and units as needed.

Dear Sir:

The calendar year 1961 began with a new administration in the Police Department .
The administration change was effected smoothly without disruption of department
activities, wholesale transfers of personnel or changes in major policies and
procedures. The primary problem to be faced was the use of police manpower. One
concept, recognized as fundamental, is that the numbers of police officers are not
as significant as the use made of police officers in assessing the protection
given the community. With this concept in mind, several minor ad justments, some
of which had been suggested by the administrative survey, were made to proceed
toward the goal of the maximum use for police purposes of police personnel.

Planning for Century 21 was another area of immediate and continuing concern,
Shortly after the first of the year a police supervisor was assigned to Century
21 on a full time basis. The presence of this officer gave the Police Department
considerable insight in the projected activities of the Fair and enabled police
planning to be incorporated into such things as physical structures, security
procedures, personnel handling and other matters of vital concern.

An innovation, which has met with outstanding success in the field of crime re-
pression, was the creation of the Special Patrol Unit. This Unit consists of a
Lieutenant, two Sergeants and twelve Patrolmen who were used as a mobile striking
force against specific crime problems. They operated directly under the Assistant
Chief of Police, were freed of the responsibility of answering radio assignments
and concentrated on crime problems. Their type of activity, including vehicles
used, clothing worn and procedures, varied according to the needs of the problem
of the moment. This Special Patrol, which early in this year might have been
considered an experiment, has so established itself that it will be a continuing
part of the police operation.
