An objective evaluation indicates that the morale, training and planning of the Seattle Police Department did, at least in 1968,
meet the needs of the city in this critical situation,

The statistical portion of this Annual Report will show an increase of 6% in Part | Offenses, The 6% increase does not reflect
the seriousness of violent crime in Seattle. The calendar year 1968 showed a 119% Increase n robbery and 8 22% increase in
assaults, The vandalism sPropeity damage, and other offenses related to the information contained above would not be reflected
in Part | Offenses. Obviously, there is reason for the Seattie Police Department to be concerned about the crime problem, The

Increase in crime in 1968, however evaluated, was disproportionate to the economic condition of the city and to the general tone
of the population of Seattle,

An examination of the clearances of offenses did show , however, that of the Part | Oftenses reported to the Seattie Police De-
partment in all categories, there was a 27% clearance rate, This = substantially above the national average,

In December of 1968 the most important steps in implementing the survey of the Seattie Police Department were accomplished.
Beginning January 1969, the Seattle Police Department actually reorganized, re-depioyed, and substantially strengthened its
Supervisory ranks and manpower to meet the current crime problems, In 1969 further implementation of many of the recommen=
dations of the survey will result in a more efficient and more effective Police Department,
As assessment of 1968, however, would indicate a high degree of personal courage, personal integrity and professional com=

Petence on the part of the men and women of the Seattle Police Department in meeting their responsibilities
