ACTIVITIES (cont'd)

In May and June of 1971, double or more manpower was ass i gned
to the Seattle Center We felt increased coverage would
convince those persons who wished to engage in i 1legal
activities or activities not conducive to the peace and tran-
quility of the average visitor to the Seattle Center, that
their actions would not be tol!-.ated. A decrease in serious
crime and general misbehavior during the summer months makes
us believe the action was a good deterrent. In the future,

~

during this period, assignments will be increased again.
Although Vice assignments are discouraged, at the request of
the Vice Squad we allowed two Reserve Officers to work with
them. One Officer worked in the field of gambling and the
other worked in the suppression of prostitution. Both
0fficers did exceptionally good work with particular emphasis
on prostitution suppression. Over fifty prostitute arrests,
with convictions, were made by the one Officer.

Ten letters of commendation were received for exceptional
work by Reserve Officers during the year of 1971.

INTERNAL INVESTIGATIONS DIVISION
SUMMARY REPORT OF COMPLAINTS INVESTIGATED - 1571

During the year of 1971, 590 complaints involving the conduct of Seattle Police
Department members and employees were received, logged, and investigated by the
Internal Investigations Division. 134 of these complaints were received from
minorities and 87 were initiated as a result of off-duty misconduct.

Upon completion of an investigation, each complaint was classified into one of
the following categories:

1. Unfounded: The allegation was false or not factual.

2. Exonerated: The incident complained of did occur but was Tawful
and proper.

3. Not Sustained: There was insufficient evidence either to prove or

disprove the allegation.
4. Sustained: The allegation was supported by sufficient evidence.
For purposes of this report, complainis have been listed under six general

classifications. In addition, complaints involving force have been divided
into three sub-classifications for further clarification, as follows.

RECAP OF DISCIPLINARY ACTION:

Of the 590 complaint cases logged by Internal Investigations Division, 68 cases
were sustained. In connection with the sustained cases, a'l disciplinary
action has been implemented at the direction of the Chief of Police wherein
allegations were of a serious nature, or by the accused's bureau commander
(upon approval by the Chief of Police) for complaints of a lesser impcrtance.
In addition, department disciplinary action has been expanded in a positive way
to include counselling, medical or psychological treatment and retraining, as
well as the more conventional forms of discipline employed within the depart-
ment. It should be noted that discipline is determined and administered by the
Chief of Police and command personnel and not by the Internal Investigations
Division. The Internal Investigations Division performs a staff function.
