WHEREAS, on the 18" of May, 2015, Seattle became certified as the nation's eighth and largest Bee City by the Bee City
USA organization; and

WHEREAS, Seattle's commitment to being a Bee City includes promoting the City's commitment to enhancing pollinator
health and habitats rich in native plant species; and

WHEREAS, endorsers of Seattle's Bee City program are comprised of tens of thousands of constituents and include
Alleycat Acres, Beacon Hill Garden Club, Beacon Food Forest, Beesearch, Big Dipper Wax Works, Central
Co-op, CoolMom, City Fruit, Freeway Estates Community Orchard, Keep High Point Green, Puget Sound
Beekeepers Association, Seattle Bee Works, Seattle Tilth, Slow Food Seattle, Solid Ground/Lettuce Link,
Stone Soup Gardens, and West Seattle Bee Garden; and
