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NOTICE OF CITY COUNCIL PUBLIC HEARING ON A BILL AUTHORIZING A LOT BOUNDARY ADJUSTMENT AND 
EXCHANGE OF PROPERTY, ADJACENT TO DISCOVERY PARK, BETWEEN THE CITY OF SEATTLE AND THE CITY 
OF SEATTLE, TO AUTHORIZE THE SUPERINTENDENT OF PARKS AND RECREATION TO NEGOTIATE AND 
ENTER INTO AGREEMENTS TO EXCHANGE RESTRICTIVE USE COVENANTS.   
 
 

Ordinance 118477, which adopted Initiative 42, provides the requirements and procedure for a transfer of Parks 
property such as is proposed here. C.B. 118183 would authorize the Lot Boundary Adjustment and exchange of 
property, and includes a finding that the exchange meets the requirements of Ordinance 118477.
