ORDINANCE }

AN ORDINANCE relating to land use and zoning; adding a new
Chapter 23.68 to Title 23 of the Seattle Municipal Code
{Land Use Code) to provide for a temporary Interim
Greenbelt Overlay District and amending the Official Land
Use Map of the City of Seattle to establish the District.

WHERBAS, the City Council has designated certain property as
urban greenbelt areas and announced a pelicy to protect
and preserve these areas so that they may remain primarily
in their natural state {Resolution 25670, passed November
2, 1977); and

WHEREAS, the Department of Community Development is conducting
and intends to further conduct a study £or the purpose of
implementing zoning regulations and policies consistent
with the comprehensive plan adopted in Resolution 25670
for urban greenbelt areas; and

WHEREAS, The City Council has met and received evidence and
has made Findings in determining that an emergency tem-
porary zoning measure is needed immediately to preserve
the status quo of the urban greenbelt areas until such
time as the City Council can fully study and enact into
law a permanent greenbelt zoning ordinance; Now,
Therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY (OF SEATTLE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. There is added to Title 23 of the Seattle
Municipal Code, The Land Use Code of the City of Seattle
{Ordinances 110381 and. 110570}, a new Chapter 23.68 entitled
*Interim Greenbelt Overiay District®™, the purpose of which is
to respond to an emergency situation threatening the public
health, safety and general welfare as determined by the City
Council's Findings which are adopted herein as part of Section
1 of this Ordinance as Exhibit "A", to prevent the threat of
inconsistent development and the irretrievable loskt of the
City's urban greenbelts, as designated in City Council
Greenbelt Rescolution 25670, during the periocd of time that the

City's Department of Community Development is conducting a
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study with the purpose of implementing zoning regulations
consistent with the comprehensive plan regarding urban
greenbelt areas, and to preserve the status guo through
enactment of this temporary zoning measure until such time as
the City Council may fully consider and enact into law a
permanent zoning ordinance regulating the use and development
of the designated greenbelt areas within the City.

Section 2. All land identified as Greenbelt on a series
of maps as shown in Exhibit "8" which is attached and incor-
porated herein, shall constitute the Interim Greenbelt Overlay

District pursuant to Chapter 23.56 of the Seattle Municipal

Code. The City Clerk is directed to place a copy of Exhibit *B"

with the Official Land Use Map of the Citv of Seattle.

Section 3. The regulations of this ordinance shall be of
a temporary nature and shall expire eight months after the
effective date of this ordinance.

Section 4. All property located within the Interim
Greenbelt Overlay District is subject both to its zone classi-
fication regulations and to the additional requirements
imposed for the Interim Greenbelt Overlay District. 1In any
case where the provisions of the Interim Greenbelt Overlay
District conflict with the provisions of the underlying zone,
the overlay district provisions shall apply.

Section 5. For any property located within the Interim
Greenbelt Overlay District, the special transition rules
contained in Section 23.04.10(D)} of the Land Use Code shall be
superceded and shall have no force or effect. The provisions
of this ordinance shall apply to all property within the
District unless a land use approval has alieady vested as

provided in Section 23.76.44 of the Land Use Code.

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Section 6. The Director of the Department of Construction
and Land Use (Director) shall not permit any development or use
of property located partially or completely within the Interim
Greenbelt Overlay District except under the following conditionss

{a} The maximum lot coverage permitted for principal
and accessory structures excluding eaves and gutters shall not
exceed thirty—-£five percent of the lot area.

{b} The minimum lot area for any unplatted lot
located within any single-family zone (SF zone) shall be
9,600 sguare feet.

{c} The Director shall designate a Greenbelt Preserve
for each lot proposed for development, subdivision or short
plat, which shall be not less than sixty percent of the total
lot area within the Interim Greenbelt Overlay District. Requite&
yards, setbacks, and open spaces may be included in the
Greenbelt Preserve., The Greenbelt Preserve shall be cne
continuous area with no horizontal dimension less than ten feet.

{d} The Greenbelt Preserve shall be retained in its
natural state. HNo tree shall be cut, cleared, topped, or
otherwise damaged, destroyed or removed except as necessary for
health or safety, as determined by the City Arborist. No
grading or filling shall be permitted within the Greenbelt
Preserve.

{e} In designating the location of the Greenbelt
Preserve, the Director shall consider the following standards:

EXHIBIT A

CITY COUNCIL FINDINGS REGARDING GREENBELTS EMERGENCY

PLANNING PROCESS

In 1977, the City Council adopted Resolution 25670 which desig-
nated certain areas of the City as greenbelis, included the Urban
Greenbelts Plan as part of the Comprehensive Plan, and authorized
development of regulatory zoning to carry out the intent of the
greenbelts plan.

Subsequently the City has developed an on-going planning process
for the development of zoning regulations for urban greenbeltis.
The process has included the hiring of an Environmental Specialist
in the Depariment of Community Development in May, 1982. The En-
vironmental Specialist has developed proposed zoning regulations
entitled "Greenbelt Overlay District”,

The first draft Greenbelt Overlay District was published by the
Department of Community Development {(DCD) on December 20, 1982, A
D.N.S. was issued after environmental review. A revised draft was

published by the Department of Community Development on March 30,
1983,

Public hearings on the draft Greenbelt Overlay District were held
by DCD on January 4, 5, and 6; March 30, 31: and April 4, 1983,

The City Council intends fe¢ review this proposal according to the
following schedule:

June 15 Receipt by City Council of Mayor's recommendation

June 17 Briefing of Community and Government Relations {C &
GR} Commititee on Mayor's recommendation

June 29 City Council Public Hearing

July 15 | C & GR work sessions on permanent zoning

STATEMENT OF EMERGENCY

Based on reports, both written and oral, from the Departments of
Community Development and Construction and Land Use, on the testi-
mony of over fifty people who testified at the Council's Aprii 27,
1983, public hearing, and numerous letters received by the Coun-
cilt, the City Council makes the following findings:

1. Current zoning in Seattle’s greenbelt areas provide no

protection for the preservation of greenbelis in their
ratural state.
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2. Development is now occurring in Seattle’s greenbelt
areas, as described in the attached report "Development
Activity in Seattle’s Greenbelts®. The northeast Queen
Anne greenbelt is severely threatened, with permit ap-
plications having been submitted to the City which would
develop approximately one-third of the 28.30 acres with-
in the greenbelt area. Preliminary plans indicate that
approximately 275 housing units are planned for develop-
ment on approximately ten acres of that greenbelt. In
addition, the Westlake greenbelt, containing 6.83 acres,
has recently had development of 1.34 acres in 51 housing
units, with no natural vegetation preserved. Develop-
ment plans have been discussed for other greenbelt
areas, including the Saint Mark's greenbelt,

3. Based on the Council’s schedule for consideration of the
Greenbelts Overlay zoning, the earliest effective date
of the ordinance would be approximately October 1, 1983,
The Department of Construction and Land Use has informed
the Council that the time necessary to process a Master
Use Permit application may be as little as two weeks for
single family development, as 1ittle as six weeks for
other development ghgequiring an EIS, and as little as
three and one half,Tor development requiring an EIS.

The Council finds that potential development may occur
before the effective date of the Greenbelts Overilay
zoning.

4, Based on testimony from the Director of the Department
of Community Development {0CD), the Council finds that
development activity is expected to increase this summer
over the activity experienced in Seattle during the last
few years. Greenbelt areas which have not seen develop-
ment activity over the last few years will be subject to
pressure for increased development activity generally
and pressure for development caused by the perceived
threat that more restrictive zoning may be imposed by
the City. Changes in technology have now made develop-
ment on the steep slopes of the greenbelts, feasible
from both a technical and economic perspective.

5. The Council finds that the City's greenbelts are a very
important element of the gquality of Seattle's environ-
ment, for the health and welfare of its citizens, for
the quality of wildlife which live in the greenbeits
areas, for the buffering effects between incompatible
uses, for the mitigating effects against noise and air
pollution, and for the beauty of the environment.

Therefore, the City Ccuncil finds that there is an imminent threat of
deveiopment for which no controls exist to effectively protect the
natural state of Seattle's greenbelts. Without controls on develop-
ment, Seattle will suffer an irretrievable loss of significant por-
tions of the greenbelts. Since the City is now engaged in developing
zoning controls to protect the greenbelts in accordance with the
Comprehensive Plan, the ity Council finds that it is necessary to
enact interim controls to preserve the greenbelts during the con-
sideration of the Greenbelts Overlay zoning.

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ITT.EXTENT OF CONTROLS

The Council finds that the objectives of the Greenbelts Overlay
zoning are to preserve a portion of the greenbelt area in its
natural state, and to allow reasonable development on the pro-
perty. Since this objective is known, the Council finds that the
most appropriate course of action is to impose temporary regula-
tion which authorizes the Director of the Department of Construc-
tion and Land Use to administratively review applications to
ensure that the optimum portion of the property is maintained as

greenbelt preserve. Standards for that decision are set out in
the ordinance,

The term of this temporary regulation is eight months, although
the Council intends to complete its review of the permanent zoning
according to the schedule set out in Section I above, and intends
to replace this temporary zoning control with the permanent regu-
lation according to that schedule.

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INTRODUCTION

This report was prepared by the Department of Community
Development in response to a reguest from City Council
to research recent development trends within Seattle’s
greenbelts. Because of the necessity to check esach green-
belt street address, data was only collected for 1981,
1882 and to date in 1%83. Total residential permit
activity for 1981 and 1982, however, at 330 and 252
permits each, was significantly less than, for example,
1977 at 661.and 1978 at 634. An increase in city-wide
development to these levels would increase pressures
specific to greenbelts above their present levels.

additionally, economic and demographic changes in Seattle
may lead to pressures on the amenity {views, trees)
properties found in Seatitle's greenbelts.

From 1970~1980, Seattle’s population decreased 7% from
530,831 to 4%3;846. However, perhaps more dramatic

than total population decline, Seattle has experienced

a significant shift in age structure over the last ten
years. The age groups experiencing the most growth

have been the 25~29 year age group {up 46%) and the
30-34 year age group {up 77%)}. These population shifts
are significant for the housing market. Seattle has

a smaller total population but both a larger share

of young adults and a larger working age population.

In relation to this, most Seattleites are now in
managerial, professional, technical or administrative
jobs. ©Nearly two out of three [63%) of employed Seattle
residents are in these white collar "occupations:® blue
collar along with clerical now account for only 37%

of resident's jobs. T In addition, Seattle ranks second
among the nation’s 35 largest cities in terms of personal
income: $9,2%9% per capita. This is a reflection of both
the fact that Seattle did not experience the nationally
common cutmigration of middie-upper income population in
the 1%60's and 1970's and also that Seattle has & iarger
work force in better payving jobs.
