Dear President Smith:

Today, I am transmitting for City Council review and

approval a Public Safety Action Program in the amount
of $7.0 million. I propose that the improvements be

financed by a voter approved 12 percent increase in
the Seattle Business and Occupation (B&amp;C) Tax, estab-

lishing business tax rates only slightly higher than

they were in 1982. My financing proposal also includes
a recommendation to double the current exemption from
the tax, thereby exempting nearly 10 percent of small
businesses who presently pay the B&amp;O Tax.

My recommendations respond to Council Resolution 28011,
in which you asked me to propose an action plan by
September 1, 1989, as a response to the Police Manage-
ment Study prepared by Carroll Buracker and Associates,
Inc.

I request that the Council act expeditiously in order
that the Public Safety Action Program can be submitted
to Seattle voters at the November 7, 1989, general
election.

Enclosed are my proposed legislation to submit the
ballot measure and a detailed description of the Public
Safety Action Program in response to Council Resolution
28011. The remainder of this letter provides the back-

ground and 1990 Budget context for the proposal; high-
lights key objectives of the proposal; summarizes expen-
ditures for the proposal-; and discusses the financing
recommendations.

Overview of Public Safety Action Pr2gEjam

In summary, my recommendations provide for a net increase
in City funded Seattle Police Department personnel of 125
positions, including 92 sworn of.-Ifficers and 33 civilian
personnel. I have also recommended improvements in the
Municipal Court and the Law Department Criminal Division
and new initiatives to deter at-risk youth from criminal
involvement.

Background and 1990 Budget Context

CoUnC4The _Ll and I have a consistent record of commitment
in improving public safety services. over the past 12

years, we have increased the budget of the Police Depart-
ment from $25 million to $75 million in 1989. Our Munici-
pal Court and Law Department budgets have grown by 112
percent and 152 percent respectively during this time,
as we have responded to tougher laws on domestic violence,
drunk driving, and increased gang and drug problems.

Our commitments and those of dedicated law enforcement per-
sonnel have produced many tangible results. Our Police
Department, municipal Court, and Law Department employees
reflect the diversity of our community, and we have been
recognized nationally as having one of the strongest and
most productive police affirmative action programs. We
have made innovations across our law and justice agencies
to respond firmly to crimes of violence, drug trafficking,
and the rise in gang activity. We have formed new and
effective partnerships with citizens to keep our neigh-
borhoods safe. And we have made increased investments
for at-risk youth with the schools and with private non-
profit community agencies.

we have remained open to new ideas and critical evaluation.
You and I and the Police Chief, with the assistance of a

Citizens Advisory Committee, hired an objective outside
expert to review our police operations. Carroll Buracker
and Associates, T-nc., presented the Police management Study
to the City in June 1989.

The Buracker Report gave the Police Department high marks
for its professionalism, for its use of modern policing
techniques and technology, for its innovations in community
policing, and for the effectiveness of our community part-
nership with Southeast Seattle citizens.

The Report also provides a road map for needed improvements
in police operations, support, and management designed to
increase productivity and efficiency; improve capacity for
response to citizen calls for service; expand our ability
to solve and prosecute crimes; and build on the strength
of our community partnerships.

The Police and Executive Department staff have conducted their
analyses of the Buracker Report in the context of 1990 Budget
deliberations, and I have reviewed their recommendations and
made my decisions as part of my budget review. I will present
my 1990 Budget recommendations to the Council on September 11,
but as a result of my review of our budget constraints, the
City's priority on fighting crime, and the recommendations
of the Buracker Report, I have concluded:

we need to undertake a concerted effort to develop
a long-term strategic plan for police services and
the criminal justice system;

We need to make catch-up investments in our public
safety programs to move our efforts ahead of the
curve in the fight against crime, and these invest-
ments should be from a sustainable revenue source;

e We should implement the bulk of the recommendations
contained in our Police management Study targeting
those improvements that will produce the most ben8-
fits for our citizens;

We cannot afford to finance those recommended
improvements within our current revenues. while
the City's general revenues continue to grow
slightly faster than inflation, we face numerous
mandatory cost increases in our existing services
that outstrip revenue growth; and

We should not retrench from the improvements,you and
I have fought so hard to achieve in other areas of
public services, such as health care and human ser-
vices, parks, transportation and facility maintenance,
initiatives that provide needed support to our chil-
dren and youth at risk and neighborhoods, and the
continuation of our commitment to provide low income
hou S4 ng._L

The budget balancing act has been difficult. I have made
my -Final budget decisions and OMB will be preparing the
budget for presentation to the City Council on September 11.
I moved up my budget submittal date so that you will receive
it prior to taking action on my proposed Public Safety
Action Program.

Having just gone through the budget process this year, it
is clear to to me that without new revenues, we are faced
with an unacceptable choice--either defer critically needed
public safety improvements or fund those improvements by
significantly eroding other priority basic City services
and human service programs. I have concluded that our citi-
zens are willing to raise new revenues to increase our fight
against crime, while we do our best to maintain other prior-
ity services within eX4sting revenues.

objectives of the Proposal

My recommendations do not encompass the entirety of the
Buracker Report but do add significant elements outside
the Police Department to make the proposal more comprehen-
sive, the bulk of the proposed action program is designed
to achieve key objectives contained in the study:

e Police Officers and Detectives will spend more
time on police work and less time on paperwork
as the result of increased clerical staff.

Providing constructive opportunities and support
for young people at risk of gang, drugs, and crime
involvement adds a prevention component to the pro-
posal designed to deter youth from involvement in
crime.

e The ability of police and courts to solve crimes
and successfully prosecute offenders will be
improved by adding additional departments in the
court, clearing out backlogs, bringing criminal
records up to date, and,increasing the timeliness
of trials and court hearings.

Increases in narcotics, homicide, and criminal
information detectives will strengthen the Police
Department's fight against drugs and gangs.

The addition of So new patrol officers will upgrade
police response capability to citizen calls for
service.

New police for community policJ_ng or proactive
patrol will be added at two precincts and each
precinct will have a new Lieutenant dedicated to
ensuring an effective police and community part-
nership in fighting neighborhood crime.

0 Modernizing equipment and data processing systems
wiii improve the efficiency of department personnel,
reduce records and evidence backlogs, and enhance
the depi-oyment of beat patrol to respond to calls.

Negotiate with the Police Union to free up trained
officers, to add civilians to improve the Police
Department's fiscal management, and to increase
planning capacity for police services.

Addition Of 9 Detectives to the Property Crimes Unit
will speed investigation of burglary and theft and
improve crime clearance rates.

In addition to the improvements in Police personnel strength,
I am also proposing a plan to enhance community participationand increase police management efficiency. Key elements of
this plan include:

Cit4Creating ;-zen Precinct Advisory Councils at all
Police precincts to provide a direct link between
citizens and police;

Establishing a formal City-wide Pol

ice AdvisoryCouncil composed of citizen representatives of

each precinct to monitor the implementation of
the Public Safety Action Program and to partici-
pate in the development of a strategic plan for
police public safety inpacts;

Expanding community-based neighborhood crime pre-vention efforts by increasing community organizingstaff of the Neighborhood Business Council and the
South Seattle Crime Prevention League;

Providing staff resources in the department to
prepare a. strategic plan for police public safety
improvements;

e Expanding training to increase officer sensitivity
to community concerns and knowledge of criminal
activities and methods, especially in drugs and

gangs; and

Providing financial management resources to better

manage police deployment and to reduce the need for
overtime.

My proposal is a start on a Public Safety Action Program.
Realizing our collective objectives will depend on the

cooperation and commitment of Seattle voters, concerned
citizens, and elected officials and employees.

The Financing Proposal

T am recommending that the Public Safety Action Program be
funded by an increase in the Seattle B&amp;O Tax of 12 percent.
I have also, however, proposed that we increase the exemp-
tion for small businesses, with the result that more than
4,000 Seattle businesses who currently pay the City B&amp;O Tax
would be removed from the tax roles.

I have recommended this financing package for several reasons:

The proposal returns local B&amp;O Tax rates to a

level only slightly above the 1982 B&amp;O Tax rate;
the Seattle business climate has improved and
business has prospered substantially since then.

B&amp;O Tax applies to business monies from customers
outside the City and the state, so payment of the
tax is spread beyond our borders. Since some of
our crime problems come from beyond our borders,
this is a fair way to fund our Action Program.

while the sales tax and property tax have
increased since 1982, the B&amp;O tax rate has

actually declined.

a We are a growth area and the B&amp;O Tax, unlike
a property tax levy, is a growth tax that will
enable the City to continue funding the Public
Safety Action Program in future years.

By doubling the B&amp;O gross income exemption level
(from $12,000 to $25,000), small and start-up
businesses who might otherwise be impacted dis-
proportionately by the increase, will get tax
relief.

While the Public Safety Action Program will bene-
fit all citizens of the city, improved public
safety has a direct pay-off for business--
increased profitability.

Only 40 percent of the businesses in Seattle pay
B&amp;O Taxes in excess of $400 and these businesses
account for 97 percent of the tax revenues; so
even small businesses, that don't meet the pro-
posed new exemption level, will experience a
small increase in their tax bill.

Larger businesses pay the biggest share of the
B&amp;O Tax; approximately 5 percent of all Seattle
businesses contribute 90 percent of the B&amp;O Tax
revenues.

in making my recommendation, I am also mindful of the limita-
tions of the City government's taxing authority, despite our
best efforts to promote state and local tax reform. In addi-
tion, I have considered my limited options in the context of
other ballot measures and our concerns over housing afforda-
bility. In light of these considerations, I believe it is
fair and equitable to finance our Public Safety Action Pro-
gram by asking the voters to approve an increase in the City's
B&amp;O Tax.
