AN ORDINANCE related to telecommunications and technology;
revising and renaming the Citizens’ Telecommunications
Advisory Board; amending Section 21.60.060 of the Seattle
Municipal Code and Ordinance 117703.

WHEREAS, the City’s interests in responding to and providing for
the technology needs of its citizens exceeds the original
mission of the Ciiizens' Tzlecommunications Advisory Board
as established in Ordinancc 117703; and

WHEREAS, the Executive and Council agree that the appropriate way
to accomplish this result effectively is to create a
citizens’ Telecommunications and Technology Advisory Board
with expanded responsibilities; Now, therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF SEATTLE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Section 21.60.060 of the Municipal Code (as most
recently amended by Ordinance 117703) is further amended as
follows:

Citizens’ Telecommunications and Technology Advisory Board -

- Membership and Duties

(A) There is hereby created a Citizens’ Telecommunications
and Technology Advisory Board consisting of fifteen (15) members:

The Advisory Board shall includes one (1) member
representing public access to telecommunications; one (1) member
representing education; thirteen (13) members-at-large, and shall
be staffed by a designee of the Executive who shall serve as

Secretary to the Board.

Eight (8) members shall be appointed by the Mayor,

subject to approval by the Council, including the representatives
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of public access and education. Seven (7) members shall be
appointed by the Council. All members shall serve without
compensation.

0f the members appointed initially, the Mayor shall
appoint four (4) members to terms of two (2) years each and four
(4) wembers to terms of one (1) year each and tne Council shall
appoint four (4) nmembers to terms of two (2) years each and three
{3} members to terms of one (1) year each. Thereafter, the term
of each member shall be two (2) years. Each member shall be
eiigible for reappointment to one (1) additional (2) year term. A
member may serve again after a hiatus of ten (10) years.

(B} The duties of the Telecommunications and Technology
Advisory Board are as follows:

(1) To study and make recommendations to the Mayor and
the Council on issues referred to the Board by the Mayor or
Councilmembers, of community-wide interest relating to
telecommunications and technology, inciuding such issues as cable
television access, ((eleetrenie-cormuniecations—and)) technology
access, and regulatory issues within the City’s authority
regarding wire and wireless communication systenms;

(2) To conduct hearings and workshops upon, and to
make written recommendations regarding telecommunications and
technology issues as referred above, and rasport its findings and

recommendations to the Mayor and Council; and

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(3) To perform such other duties as may from time to
time be appropriate and approved by resolution of the Seattle
City Council.

Section 2. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force
thirty (30) days from and after its approval by the Mayor, but if
not approved and returned by the Mayor within ten (10) days after
presentation, it shall take effect as provided by Municipal Code
Section 1.04.020.
