Summary of the Legislation:

This legislation revises the Department of Planning & Development’s (DPD’s) permitting
fees and charges, which were last revised as part of the 2009 Adopted and 2010 Endorsed
Budget. The proposed fee revisions include the creation of a new fee and the restructuring of

other fees.

Background: »
DPD is primarily fee-supported and its fees and charges are necessary to provide financial

support for the operation of DPD’s permitting operations. All fees collected by DPD for
processing DPD’s permits are used for that purpose, and the fee structure is reflective of the

Seattle Municipal Code requirements to recoup the cost of providing the permitting service.

This legislation creates a new plan review fee for building or mechanical permits that are
subject to field inspection. Currently, permits that are subject to field inspection are not
charged for plan review even though these plans are reviewed by DPD staff. This fee is
intended to Tecover the costs of providing plan review services for these permits. Because
permits subject to field inspection require less intensive plan review than full building or
mechanical permits, this new fee is set at 40% of the Development Fee Index. This proposed
change is estimated to generate $500,000 in new 2010 revenues based on the number and
value of subject to field inspection permits applied for in 2009. :

This legislation also restructures two other fees. Recording fees for Land Use permits would
be tied to the current rate King County charges DPD to record the documents. These fees
change periodically and were last revised this past July. This ordinance also clarifies the
relationship between the pre-application conference fee and the permit and the Land Use
permit application fee. There are no significant impacts to revenue estimates as a result of
these proposed amendments.
