Legislation Title: 

A RESOLUTION regarding certification of The City of Seattle as a Bee City. 

Summary of the Legislation: 

This Resolution accepts certification of Seattle as a Bee City USA affiliate and commits the 

Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) and Seattle City Light (SCL) to serve as liaisons 

overseeing facilitation of Seattle’s Bee City USA program in order to encourage and coordinate 

local pollinator habitat and awareness activities. 

 

Background:   

In 2014, the Seattle City Council passed Resolution 31548, prohibiting the use of neonicotinoid-

based pesticides on all city-owned and operated land, as that class of pesticide is linked with 

harm to critical pollinating insects, like bees, while acknowledging that pollinators, such as bees, 

are critical to key Washington crops and that over one-third of all agricultural production 

worldwide is dependent on pollinators. This Resolution supports the City’s commitment to 
sustaining and promoting local pollinator habitat health.
