AN ORDINANCE relating to parking time-limits on Sundays; amending Seattle Municipal Code
section 11.76.020 to allow time-limited parking, as indicated by signposting, on Sundays |
in paid parking areas.

WHEREAS, the City’s Comprehensive Plan recognizes the importance of managing the parking
supply to achieve vitality in Urban Centers and Urban Villages; and

WHEREAS, the existing Code defines Sundays as parking holidays; and

WHEREAS, the existing Code allows implementation of time-limits on parking holidays in areas
with paid parking where posted by a sign; and

WHEREAS, the use of time-limits to encourage parking turnover, in areas that otherwise have
paid parking, can provide improved customer access to neighborhood businesses districts
with high parking utilizations on Sundays; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF SEATTLE AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Section 11.76.020 is amended as follows:

11.76.020 Parking Longer Than Time Limit

It is unlawtul for any person to park a vehicle in any parking space for a consecutive
period of time longer than that limited period of time for which parking is lawfully permitted in
the parking space as indicated in the legend on the parking meter or pay station, irrespective of
the amount paid; provided, that the restrictions in this section shall not apply on ((Sundays-and))

parking holidays except where otherwise indicated by the signposting on the block or for

individual parking spaces; and provided further that the restrictions in this section shall not apply

to the parking of certified carpool vehicles in accordance with the provisions of Section

11.23.410.
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Section 2. This ordinance shall take effect and be in force 30 days after its approval by
the Mayor, but if not approved and returned by the Mayor within ten days after presentation, it
shall take effect as provided by Seattle Municipal Code Section 1.04.020. |

Legislation Title:

AN ORDINANCE relating to parking time-limits on Sundays and parking holidays; amending Seattle
Municipal Code section 11.76.020 to allow time-limited parking, as indicated by signposting, on Sundays
in paid parking areas.

Summary of the Legislation:

The legislation clarifies that the City’s authority to impose time-limits on parking holidays also extends to
Sundays.

Background:

Seattle Municipal Code Section 11.14.277 defines Sundays, as well as other days, as parking holidays. It
also contains a sign-posting exemption, where regulations not typically in effect on parking holidays,
such as parking fees and time limits, can be put into effect by a posted sign for the block or individual
parking spaces.

The current wording of Section 11.76.020 makes it unlawful to park longer than time limits posted at
parking meters and pay stations “provided that the restrictions in the section shall not apply on Sundays
and parking holidays.” In this language, the inclusion of the word “Sundays” is not necessary and creates
an ambiguity because the term “parking holidays™ already includes Sundays per Section 11.14.277. The
proposed amendment removes ambiguity and confirms that the sign posting exemption in Section
11.14.277 for parking holidays also applies to Sundays.

The clarification is sought in connection with a projlect to unpaid install time-limits on Sundays on a
limited area in the Central Waterfront. The time-limits would create turnover for businesses affected by
the loss of on-street parking spaces associated with the Alaskan Way Viaduct & Seawall Replacement
Program (AWVSRP). Recent parking studies on Sundays show that on-street spaces are very full, and
that a four-hour time limit would generate additional parking turnover.

Dear Council President Clark:

I am transmitting the attached proposed Council Bill that clarifies the City’s authority to regulate unpaid parking
on Sundays in paid parking areas through the use of time-limits. The clarification pertains to Section 11.76.020
regarding parking longer than allowed time limits and Section 11.14.277, which defines legal parking holidays.

Seattle Municipal Code Section 11.14.277 contains a sign-posting exemption from public holidays, where
regulations typically not in effect on parking holidays, such as parking fees and time limits, can be put into effect
with posted signs. This section defines Sundays as parking holidays. However, the current wording of Section
11.76.020 makes it unlawful to park longer than time limits posted at parking meters and pay stations “provided
that the restrictions in the section shall not apply on Sundays and parking holidays.” In this language, the
inclusion of the word “Sundays” is not necessary and creates an unintended ambiguity with Section 11.14.277.
The proposed amendment removes the ambiguity and confirms that the sign posting exemption in Section
11.14.277 for parking holidays also applies to Sundays.
